Direct statements on the refutation of the corrupt Manhaj of Abu Usaamah ath-Thahabee
Introduction

Allah the Most High said:  "O! You, who believe, fear Allah and worship Him as He deserves to be worship and do not die except as Muslims."
يا أيها الذين ءامنوا اتقوا الله و قولوا قولا سديدا يصلح لكم أعمالكم ويغفر لكم ذنوبكم و من يطع الله ورسوله فقد فاز فوزا عظيما.

Allah the Most High said:  "O! You, who believe, fear Allah and always speak the truth He will direct you to do righteous deeds and will forgive your sins.  And whosoever obeys Allah and His Messenger (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam), has indeed achieved a great victory."

We see that the best of Creation, our Prophet Muhammad (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam) use to start his speeches with the above mentioned Aayaat and others like it and he was always persistent in telling his companions to fear Allah (Subhaanah wa ta'aalaa) and to do that which is right.  An example of such is the statement of the Messenger of Allah (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam) to Abu Dhar:  "I advice you to fear Allah in your secret and open affairs".  So the Noble Prophet (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam) always advised his Companions to fear Allah because fearing Allah (Tabaaraka wa ta'aalaa)  is that which protects the relationship between a servant and his Lord, it makes the Lord pleased with his servant and the servant gains the favor of his Lord.  The servant must respect and obey the people in authority over him and connect himself to the 'Ulemaa, the people who inherited the knowledge of the Religion from the Prophet, until he is known to be from (al-Muttaqeen) and by doing this the servant remains on the middle course. 

Some people in this time we live in strive towards gaining positions, making themselves leaders over the people, and making for themselves Hizb in the name of Salafiyyah.  They are blind in regards to important aspects of the Religion, which will give the believer victory and happiness in this world and in the hereafter.   Never since the Ahmadiyaah invasion on the African American society, whom in their quest to spread what they called Islam, gave birth to the Black Nationalist group known as the Nation of Islam, have we seen such a dangerous deceptive and treacherous ideology entering among the Western Muslim population.  The Deceivers come with the statements and garment of Salafiyyah, and with degrees from Salafiyyah institutions, which they use to confuse and mislead the common people.  They are puppets for ahlul-Bid'ah; they defend them and will attempt to discredit anyone who tries to expose the people of deviance which they protect.

Truthful are the wise people of knowledge who say that a student of knowledge should study the knowledge of Taareekh and that it is an important aspect of the Religion.  Because when we look in to the history of Islam we find that misguided individuals and groups have always tried to misguide the people and indeed the 'Ulemaa of ahlus-Sunnah were always there to defend the Religion of Allah.  They would inform their students about the reality of those deviant  individuals, groups and their ideologies, who in-turn would return to their home lands and warn the people against that which will destroy the Religion.   

All praises to Allah the Merciful for guiding us to this Religion and making us Salafi, for giving us the 'Ulemaa to learn from, return back to and for giving us those comforting statements of our beloved Messenger (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam) the most trust worthy among the Prophets, our Leader and Master Muhammad Ibn 'Abdullah (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam)  who said:  "There will not cease to exist a group of people form my nation who are clearly on the truth.  They will not be harmed by those who betray them nor those who differs from them until the Hour is established." Fathul-Baari le Ibn Hajr 1:164 

To Proceed:

We ask Allah (Subhaanah wa ta'aalaa) to make this risaalah a means for us to gain His favor and His pleasure and that it also be a means to guide the misguided and protect the people from the innovated methodologies of the people of desires and deceptions.  Indeed Allah is capable of everything.

The Warrior and defender of Ahlus-Sunnah and their Manhaj our noble Shaykh the enemy of the people of desires Shaykh Faalih al-Harbee was asked about Abu Usaamah ath-Thahabee's statements:  

The Questioner asked:  "And Shaykh, we also have this famous Da’ee who says that we blindly follow Shaykh Rabee in his statements and the one who doesn’t agree with him, then he is not Salafee".

After the Shaykh clarified the issue of at-taqleed he (the Shaykh) said:  "No one says this except the one who is grieved from amongst the people of politics, Hizbiyeen, and Ahlul-Bida’h. As for Ahlus- Sunnah wal Jamaah then this type of speech is imposed.  For this is from Tashweeh (mutilation), of the actual affair, Talbees (trickery) upon the people the truth".
The Noble and Esteemed Shaykh Faalih al-Harbee was also asked:

Shaykh, what do you say about a famous da’ee (i.e. Abu Usaamah) who lectures the people on paltalk  and says to them that the problem with Abul Hasan al Ma’ribee is not clear and I (i.e. Abu Usaamah) do not accept the speech of Shaykh Rabee’ because I saw some things in him and I am with the scholars of Al-Madinah  and their statements that they want for him good, so what do we say to this one; do we refute him? (Some of these statements were made on paltalk while others were made via email.)

The Shaykh (haafidhahullah) answered with the following:

Who is this person !? "This one is to be refuted; This person seeks to advice with what is false.  Shaykh Rabee’ is the most knowledgeable of the people regarding him (i.e. Abul Hasan al Ma’ribee)".  (SalafiTalk.net)
We agree with our noble scholar in all his statements especially his statement:  "This one is to be refuted" We therefore bring you the innovated principles of Abu Usaamah ath-Thahabee, the student of Abu Hasan al-Ma'ribi.  

Abu Usaamah's Backbiting and Belittlement of Shaykh Rabee' and the 'Uleema

The Imaam Ibn al-Mubaarak (rahimahullaah) said: "It is obligatory upon a rational person (a person in his correct mind) to not belittle three types of people:  the 'Ulemaa (the scholars), the Salaa'teen (the rulers) and the Ikhwaan (the Muslims).  This is because whosoever belittles the 'Ulemaa looses his hereafter and whosoever belittles the Salu'taan, looses his dunyaa and whosoever belittle the Ikhwaan looses his manhood" narrated by ath-Thabee in as-Seera p251/v17.
The Imaam al-Haafidh Ibn 'Asaaker ad-Damashqee (rahimahullaah) said: "Know oh my brother! May Allah give us and you success for his pleasure and make us from those who fear Him according to the way he should be feared, the flesh of the 'Ulemaa (rahimatullaahi 'aleyhim) is poison and it is the way of Allah to expose the people who belittle them ('Ulemaa). That is because backbiting or slandering them of something which they are free from is a great thing.  And taking part in exposing them with falsehood and fabrication is an unhealthy breeding ground and differs from that which Allah choose them for, which is to spread the knowledge.   For those who backbite and expose them unjustly, know that it is an offensive and an ugly characteristic." (Tabeyyen kathib al-Mufatiree, p28.)         
Abu Usaamah said on the tape entitled “Stop imitating the Jews” (side 2) in Philadelphia, PA Masjid Aqsa, Saturday August 3rd, 2002 and on Paltalk: and also via e-mail. 

#1: "I agree that Shaykh Rabee' is a scholar and the carrier of Jar'h wat- T'adeel, but,  we do not blind follow him" he continued: " Imam Bukhari and Imam Ahmed were scholars of Jar'h wat-T'adeel and that they were not always correct in the Jar'h of all the people they made Jar'h on."

#2:  "I saw and heard things from Shiekh Rabee' (ra) that don't allow me to accept everything that he's saying about Abul Hasan, Ali Hasan, and Saleem Al-Hilaaly (may Allah protect them)" 

#3:  “And the Sheikh (Rabee) just to let you all know he is a scholar no doubt, and every scholar gets it right and they get it wrong, we do not make taqleed to any scholar in the religion of Islaam, we make it haraam (forbidden) for people to make taqleed al-a’maa (blind following) and we spoke about the characteristics of the Jews, and from their characteristics is their taqleed al-a’maa, the blind following of their leaders."

#4:  "So we don’t blindly follow our leaders and we make it haraam, and similarly we don’t blind-follow Sheikh Rabee, may Allah preserve him, he is as the Muhaddith of this ‘asr has described him, the one who is the carrier of the banner of Jar'h wa ta’deel, but so is Al-Imaam Ahmad, and so is Al-Imaam Al-Bukhari, and so is Al-Imaam Ibn Hibbaan, and so is Imaam Ali Al-Madeeni, Al-Imaam An-Nisaaee, they were carriers of the flag of jarh wa ta’deel, but they didn’t always get their jarh of a particular person right, that didn’t happen, you have to look at what’s being said, and we have to look at what other people are saying, then we base what was said on the haqq and we accept it or reject it. But our thing now today is if sheikh fulaan said it’s like this, and then it has to be like that, whether I know or don’t know. Wallahu Musta’an”

From Abu Usaamah's statements above it is clear that he chewed the flesh of Shaykh Rabee' and called the common people not to accept Jar'h from the Haamil of Jar'h wa ta'deel in our time.  Yet when he wants the Shaykh to make Jar'h against the Salafi brothers who disagrees with him, he doesn't refer to his statements of not blind following Shaykh Rabee'.  Simply because he uses the Jar'h to discredit brothers like Abul-Hasan Maalik while at the same time warning Br. Maalik to be careful of Shaykh Rabee'. He and his cohorts, like the likes of Aboo Sufyaan Zaahid Rasheed and Abdul-Mun'im ('Ameer of QSS) used a similar strategy when they were in Saudi Arabia for the Abu Bakr conference this summer.  Instead of busying themselves in dhkir and acquiring knowledge from the 'Ulemaa, they found time to eat the flesh of Shaykh Rabee' and others and warned some of the participants in the conference against the 'Ulemaa (Salafi Talknet).  They never thought their deception of pretending to love the Shaykh and provide the Muslim youth with the opportunity to gain knowledge from the 'Ulemaa would be exposed. Abu Usaamah and his cohorts continue to hide behind the veil of QSS, calling to themselves and at the same time warning against the 'Ulemaa and the students of knowledge who are carrying the flag of the da'awaa as-Salafiyyah.  Alhamdulillah, Allah is aware of all things and He continues to expose the criminals as they try to lead the people astray and for this we are truly thankful.  

Abu Usaamah has taken his time to make it clear that Shaykh al-Albaani (rahimahullaah) praised Abul-Hasan from his statements, "And when we spoke about Sheikh Naasir Rahimahullah Ta’ala praising him it is a fact that Sheikh Naasir praised him when he said, ‘Katharallah min Amthaalihee’ (May Allah increase the likes of him) the Sheikh said that in the tape…" so the Sheikh did praise him."  So we are also asking him to do the same for Shaykh Rabee' who is more deserving of being praised if he is just.   We are sure he is aware of the praise Shaykh al-Albaani bestowed on Shaykh Rabee' when asked about him by none other than Abul-Hasan. The Shaykh said as for Shaykh Rabee':  huwa qawwee jadden fee 'ilm (he is very strong in knowledge or very knowledgeable).  However, he failed to mention this in his broadcast to hundreds of Muslims in order to strengthen his belittlement of Shaykh Rabee' and encourage the Muslims to follow Abul-Hasan.  We advise Abu Usaamah to recant openly from this serious sin of eating the flesh of Shaykh Rabee' and others, and to beg the Shaykh for forgiveness and fear Allah and return to this pure Manhaj of Ahlus-Sunnah.

Abu Usaamah's Refusal to Recant from His Errors

Abu Usaamah refuses to recant from his errors, and applies the Abul-Hasan al-Ma'ribi methodology of evading and accepting that he has errors.  At the same time he gives the impression to the people that he intends to retract and recant  from his errors. He is playing around with words like his Shaykh, Abul-Hasan al-Ma'ribi.  He should know that Abul- Hasan has used this trick of evasion as ploy to avoid recanting from his errors.  His treachery did not deceive our beloved  scholars; they saw through his tricks and rejected his word play ("it could have been understood or suggested") that he uses to confuse the people.  What you said is clear, and you chewed the flesh of Shaykh Rabee' (haafidhahullah) and cast doubt about his ability to make Jar'h wa t'adeel.  You are no different from your Shaykh, Abul-Hasan al-Ma'ribi in that you do not like to be corrected, and you attack the Salafees for bringing your errors into an open forum.

A few months ago Abu Usaamah was advised by some of the brothers on several errors he made, which included his criticizing and attempting to discredit Shaykh Rabee'.  He responded with the following: 

“We want to take this opportunity real quick Ikhwaan to make this brief statement very quickly and that was recently there was an E-mail that was sent around in which it could have been understood or suggested that we don’t have respect for Sheikh Rabee’ and we say the crazy statement ‘Sheikh Rabee’ is a man and we’re a man he says his thing and we don’t follow what he say and everything like that." 

This statement made in haste doesn't come close to being a recantation.  It is clear he was trying to cover his tracks.  We now know that his position is the same as it has always been, and that he used the call to wait for the ruling from the Madinah scholars as a stall tactic, hoping that Shaytan would enter amongst their ranks and make them divided on the issue of Abul-Hasan just as he has done to the Salafi Ummah. All this was done in his attempt to implement his Manhaj of tathbeet (confirmation).  We advise Abu Usaamah to fear Allah and recant openly to all the errors he has made and continues to make, and return to this pure Manhaj of Ahlus-Sunnah.

Abu Usaamah's Manhaj of Defending the People of Desires and Innovation

Abu Usaamah said on the Paltalk lectures on the Abu Bakr seminar (tape 1): 

#1:  “As it relates to this fitnah (the fitnah of Abul-Hasan Al-Ma’ribi) In Sha Allah the haqq (truth) is going to prevail about who is on the truth, and who is doing the truth." 

#2:  “What we know about the Sheikh (Abul-Hasan Al-Ma’ribi ) is that he will make the taraaju’ (retraction) whenever he makes mistakes at all, and our desire is that this issue becomes clear, that any mistake that the Sheikh makes that he will make the taraaju’ (retraction), and we want him with us, he is with us, and we are from his students, and we make du’a for him, but we are not going to be like the oppressive people who it is very fashionable today, is that you are in the know if you are with this one against that one even though you might not know all the details, and it appears as if we want people to be off of the Da’wah this is not our way…”

#3:” so the Sheikh did praise him, now we have some people who are criticizing him on some mistakes that he did make, the statement of the Mujmal and Mufassal, trying to explain that, what he said about the companions he made the taraaju’ (retraction) that was a mistake that he made concerning that, but simply because someone is criticized from someone else does not force someone to take a position against that individual, this is what I don’t agree with…" 

If there is goodness in Abul-Hasan and he is actually Salafi as they are claming that he is, Allah will guide him to the truth and make him accept the advice of the Noble scholars.  Allah said speaking about the disbelievers:  "Had Allah known any good in them, He would have made them hear". (8:23)  So if this is the situation for the disbelievers there is no doubt that Allah will never ceases to guide the sincere believer to the truth and give him understanding as confirmed by the hadeeth of the Prophet (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam) who said: "Whosoever Allah want goodness for, He will give him understanding of the religion". Al-Bukhaaree 1:27, 4:103, 9:125.  However, Abul-Hasan has not proven himself to be sincere on anything except  for calling to himself and his deviated principles.  There is no doubt about the present position of the 'Ulemaa on the issue of Abul-Hasan.  They are devoted to the truth and were very sincere in working with Abul-Hasan trying to encourage him to repent and openly retract his statements.  After extensively working with him they realized that this man is not  sincere and nor does he truthfully want to recant or repent from his errors.  So for those who are calling for the people to reject the evidences put forth by Shaykh Rabee' on the pretense that this is a personal issue between the two of them, and that Shaykh Rabee' is also guilty of the same errors; we say fear Allah and return to the pure an unadulterated Manhaj of the Salaf and leave the Manhaj of the People of Desires in the gutter where it belongs.  

In light of all the evidence that has been brought forth against Abul-Hasan, Abu Usaamah's statement concerning his relationship with Abul-Hasan ("he is with us, and we are from his students") is very disturbing and a clear proof of who his allegiance is too.   We know that he is from the students of Abul-Hasan and a supporter and propagator of his ideas.  That is why the people who do not know need to know and be warned not to listen to his advice of taking 'ilm from a man full of errors in almost every branch of Islamic knowledge.  We ask Abu Usaamah to fear Allah and leave the Salafees out of his deception.  We are not from his students, nor do we have any patience for his full frontal attack on ad-Da'awaa Salafiyyah.  We ask Allah to not make us from the people who support or aid the likes of Abul-Hasan who consider the Ikhwaan and Tabligh to be from the Firqat un-Naajiyah and who defends the figureheads of Ikhwaan in Yemen.  Yaa Abaa Usaamah we advise you to abandon your love for those who have gone astray and call to themselves and to abandon those who have formed allegiance with him.  We implore you not to call the people to Abul-Hasan when you know there are some serious issues surrounding him, which he has admitted to some of them.  Read, learn and listen to a true Salafi speak based upon clear cut evidences and knowledge like the Shaykh Muhammad bin Haadee who said the following concerning Abul-Hasan:" And I say it is not permissible to listen to his cassettes or listen to him, for he has led many people astray. And whoever listens to this cassette, he will realize the truthfulness of Muhammad bin Haadee, and I am Muhammad bin Haadee. And I say that on account of these words of his, that he is a Jaahil and astray from the way of the Salaf.  And I thank the brothers who made me listen to this cassette and those who made this sitting possible and recorded.  As a warning is required. I warn all of my brothers, in every single place, from listening to this man, or to sit with him, until he repents to Allaah with a sincere, correct, open, truthful repentance".  (Salafi Pub)  What is your response to this warning Yaa Abaa Usaamah?  Will you attack him too and say that he and the other Scholars are making this a personal issue between them and Abul-Hasan?  Or will you say they have made some of the same errors in their tapes or books?   Allahu Musta'aan.  It is clear that you along with those you follow will crawl into any hole to bring forth proof for your position to support  someone who has clearly deviated from the Manhaj of the Salaf.  May Allah (Subhaanah wa ta'aalaa) protect us from this deviated  principle and guide you and those you follow to what is clear and pure the Manhaj of Ahlus-Sunnah.

Abu Usaamah's Manhaj of Encouraging the Common people to Abandon the rulings of the 'Ulemaa which are based on evidences, calling it Taqleed.
Abu Usaamah's Statements from the tape entitled “Stop imitating the Jews” (side 2) in Philadelphia, PA Masjid Aqsa, Saturday August 3rd, 2002 and Paltalk Lecture: 

#1: "I agree that Shaykh Rabee' is a scholar and the carrier of Jar'h wat- T'adeel, but,  we do not blind follow him" he continued: " Imam Bukhari and Imam Ahmed were scholars of Jar'h wat-T'adeel and that they were not always correct in the Jar'h of all the people they made Jar'h on."

But our thing now today is if sheikh fulaan said it’s like this, and then it has to be like that, whether I know or don’t know. Wallahu Musta’an”

This call to the people to abandon rulings by 'Ulemaa under the guise we do not follow the 'Ulemaa blindly is an outright attack on ad-Da'awaa as-Salafiyyah.  When Abu Usaamah and those he follows say we do not blindly follow anyone, what they really mean is we will not agree or accept that which does not agree with our desires.  They only accept Fataawa from the scholars if they can use them to support their ideas or their hizb.  You will find them watching the latest movies on 

videos in their homes, but if you dare to criticize them they will bring out a list of Fataawa from the scholars supporting 
their desires.  If a particular scholar's fatwa does not agree with their desires they call the people to look at what other scholars are saying, and if it agrees and support their hizb they have no need to look further.  To them the haqq is what agrees with their desires.   Abu Usaamah and the likes of him will bring the statements and Fataawa of scholars like Imam Maalik, Shaykul-Islam Ibn Qayyim al-Jawzee and others to support their deceptive and innovated principles.  Truthful indeed is the statement of the Salaf:  "The people of the Sunnah write what they have (to support their positions) and that which their opponents have against them.  As for the people of bid'ah and desires they only write or make mention of that which support their position as if their position is ijmaa'a (agreed upon)".
Yaa Abaa Usaamah you are the one imitating the people of apes.  You have attacked the rulers openly and have attacked the 'Ulemaa and their students secretly and openly.  You wish to see them destroyed.   There is no doubt that this is from the characteristics of the Yahood.  Shaykhul-Islaam ibn Taymiyyah mentioned in his book Iqtidhaa'a as-Siraathal-Mustaqeem on the great Imaam Sufyaan ibn 'Uyainah and others that they said:  "Indeed whosoever becomes bad among our 'Ulemaa,
in him is the resemblance of the Yahood.  And whosoever becomes bad from our devoted worshipers in him is the resemblance of the Na'saaraa (Christians)".  This is because the Yahood had knowledge but they did not live nor did they act upon it but rather they followed that which agreed with their desires so they went astray.  As for the Na'saaraa, They acted with out first seeking knowledge so they went astray.   So we say, whosoever becomes bad from the students of the 'Ulemaa also has some resemblance of the people of apes and swine.   We advice you to heed to your own advice on the tape (Stop imitating the Jews) and not to become from among the people who say what they do not do.  From the statement of Allah: "O you believed, why you say what you do not do?  Great is hatred in the sight of Allah that you say what you do not do". (61:2-3)

As for when the scholars say at-taqleed is haraam they are referring to the Mujtahid and not the common people, because the Quran, Sunnah and reality of things dictates that the common people return to the people of knowledge. Below are statements from some of the greatest scholars of Islam who do not agree with Abu Usaamah's prohibition of  at-taqleed for the common people.
1. al-'Haafidh Abee Bakr Ahmad ibn 'Alee ibn Thaabit al-Khateeb al-Baghdaad (rahimahullaah) in his book, "Kitaabul-faqeeh wal-Mutafaqqih" in the chapter (Baabul-Kalaam feet-taqleed wa maa yasoogh min wa maa laa yasoogh) gave the following definition of at-Taqleed.  He said, "at-Taqleed is accepting a statement with out evidence".  The Shaykh continues his definition by explaining the al-Ahkaam of at-Taqleed which is of two types (1) al-Aqlee (2) ash-Shar'ee.  In Ahkaam al-'Aqlee (such as knowing of Allah and his attributes, and characteristics, the Messenger and his truthfulness etc.) it is not permitted to make at-taqleed in them and al-hamdulillah the Shaykh supports it with series of evidences.  However, Ahkaam as-Shar'ee is of two types, the first type being those things which all Muslims should know because knowledge of it is compulsory in the religion, like the five prayers, az-Zakaat, fasting during the month of Ramadan, al-Hajj, the prohibition of az-Zinaa, the drinking of al-Khamar and that which resembles it.  All Muslims collectively take part in understanding and knowing the compulsory aspects in the religion thus it is not permissible to make at-Taqleed in them also.  The second type is that which is not known except by extensive research and searching for evidences like furoo'a al-'Ibaadah (the branches of the aspects of worship), al-Mu'aamalaat (relationships and dealings) and issues dealing with marriages etc.  So in these instances it is permissible to make at-taqleed and the evidence of this is the statement of Allah: "Ask the people of knowledge if you do not know".  The Shaykh continues to say: "If we prohibited at-taqleed in these issues which are from the furoo'a of the religion everyone would be required to learn about it (so they can be able to derive the verdict for themselves).  As a result of having to derive the verdict for themselves, they would need to leave their livelihood, farming, (and every other form of work to learn how to derive the verdict from the Quran, Sunnah and the statements of the Salaf) etc.       

                The Shaykh continues in another chapter of his book, as for those who it is permissible for them to make at-taqleed, they are             

the common people (al-'Aameeyu) those who do not know the way of al-Ahkaam as-Shar'eeyah.  For them it is permissible to accept the statement of an 'Aalem and act upon it with out knowing the evidence from the statement of Allah: "Ask the people of knowledge if you do not know".    

2. The great Imaam the Faqee Shaykh Muhammad 'Saalih al-'Uthaymeen (rahimahullaah) said in his book al-Usool min 'Ilmil-Usool:  "at-Taqleed is following someone whose statement is not hujjah (an evidence)"  The Shaykh continued by saying, following the Prophet, a companion  and the people of Ijmaa'a does not fall under making at-taqleed.  If we say that the statement of a person is Hujjah, following it will not be considered making at-taqleed.  The Shaykh explained that at-taqleed is permissible when the muqallid is from the 'Aamee (the general and common people) who are not capable of knowing the rulings by themselves so it is obligatory upon them to make at-taqleed.  This is because the general and common people are not capable of knowing the truth by themselves along with its evidences.  Therefore it becomes impossible for him to know the truth and there is no other alternative but to make at-taqleed from the statement of Allah: "Ask the people of knowledge if you do not know". 

The permissibility of at-taqleed al-'Aamee is also the opinion of the majority of the Salaf and the Khalaf from them are:

1. Shaykhul-Islaam ibn Taymiyyah as mention in his book Majmuu'a Fataawaa le Ibn Taymiyyah.

2. The Imaam Muwafaq ad-Deen 'Abdullah ibn Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Qudaamah al-Maqdisee mentioned in his book Rawdhah an-Naathera wa Jannatul-Munaathira v3/p1017

3. The Mujiddid al-Muhadeeth al-Baa'ith as-Shaykh Muhammad Nasr ad-Deen al-Albaani on his tapes Sinsilatul-Huda wan-Noor. 

Now we understand that what the scholars mean by at-taqleed is not what Abu Usaamah and the people he follows

understand it to be.  Accepting a scholar's statement accompanied by evidences is not taqleed even if the person does not understand the evidences presented to him by that scholar.  He is not to reject a verdict because of his inability to comprehend it, because he maybe be rejecting that which Allah (Subhaanah wa ta'aalaa) and His Messenger (Sallalaahu 'alayhi wa sallam) has legislated.  His acceptance of the verdict without understanding its evidences falls within the obedience of Allah who said:  "Ask the people of knowledge if you do not know".  
Yet they say accepting the evidences of Shaykh Rabee' and the other scholars have compiled on Abul-Hasan al-Ikhwaanee 
al-fitnah al-Mubtadi' is taqleed which they prohibit.  The greatest hujjah against them is Abul-Hasan al-Ma'ribi admittance of the errors he made, but they choose to ignore that.  It is easier for them to make this a personal issue against Abul-Hasan, and backbite and slander the 'Ulemaa, and minimize the accomplishments of the 'Ulemaa by labeling them students of knowledge only.  As for them, they remain the greatest students and scholars that Islam has ever seen.  Abu Usaamah and his cohorts play the game if you point out my errors, I will find your errors, and if you don't talk then we will not talk.   What Manhaj is this?  Is this from the way of the Salaf or the way of the people of apes and swine?  They persist in their nonsense claim that Shaykh Rabee' has the same errors as Abul-Hasan, and that they saw something in the Shaykh which renders him untrustworthy.  We say to them bring your borhaan if you are truthful, because what is important is not empty speech and claims but rather clear proofs accompanied by explanation.  So who is asking the people to blind follow them?  If Abu Usaamah and his cohorts were sincere and wanted good for the Ummah, they would have gone and thanked the scholars, and praised them for exposing the deceptive and evil plot of al-Ma'ribi instead of attacking them.  

Abu Usaamah's Manhaj of Attacking the Salafees when they Refute Him and His Cohorts

Abu Usaamah's Statements from the tape entitled “Stop imitating the Jews” (side 2) in Philadelphia, PA Masjid Aqsa, Saturday August 3rd, 2002 and Paltalk Lecture: 

#1:  "He said on tape 2: “…the people of the Sunnah they when to apply the truth, today unfortunately the brothers of the da’wah, this new tayaar, this new current, this new wave, it’s a tidal wave." 

#2:  "Today the people of the da’wah today what they do is what happened in our masjid right here people hated the da’wah because of the way brothers dealt with them, not all of the brothers some of the brothers, certain brothers, everyone is a deviant, everyone is astray, threatening, everyone and his mother is astray, so we have to be careful even now in other places this is the way that the du’aat of the da’wah are, everything is rough and tough, and very seldom do we find people dealing with the creation in a way that’s going to cause the da’wah to grow, cause people to embrace the da’wah…”

Yaa Abaa Usaamah what you fail to understand is this Manhaj is one and straight.  Those who are on it are obligated to call others to it.  No one can remove anyone from this way of the Salaf but rather people remove themselves by the will of Allah.  It is never a benefit for someone to want his brother to be misguided.  You should know that he who Allah guides no one can misguide him and he who Allah leads astray (because of what is in his heart) no one can guide him as He Allah said: "And he misleads thereby only those who are al-Faasiqoon (the rebellious, disobedient to Allah)" (2:26).  So for you to say, "and it appears as if we want people to be off of the Da’wah this is not our way…” is baseless but we understand what you  mean when you say this is not our way.  For us your way is not our way, because our way is the way of the Salaf.  For you everyone is on your da'awaa as long as he doesn't disagree with you so we understand why it is not your way.  You are fighting to create a  hizb for yourself and those who oppose you will be branded as Ultra Salafees (meaning the transgressors, the extreme people) as you made clear in your statement: "Today the people of the da’wah today what they do is what happened in our masjid right here people hated the da’wah because of the way brothers dealt with them, not all of the brothers some of the brothers, certain brothers, everyone is a deviant, everyone is astray, threatening, everyone and his mother is astray, so we have to be careful even now in other places this is the way that the du’aat of the da’wah are…".  Are these the ultra Salafees?  Instead of bringing forth proofs to settle any disagreements or refutation of those who refute you, you resort to name calling, back biting and slandering.  Allah said:  "And do not spy and backbite each other.  Would one of you like to eat the flesh of his brother when dead?  You would detest it.  And fear Allah; indeed Allah is accepting of repentance and Merciful". (49:12)  
Which da'awaa are you talking about?  You mean your call to Abul-Hasan and his Manhaj and attacking the Ulemaa and calling the people away from them?  Is this the da'awaa?  By Allah leave us out of your da'awaa we are content with the Manhaj and the da'awaa of the Anbiya'a and the Salaf.  We will stick with our 'Ulemaa and we will respect them and pray for them, because by them the religion is protected. It is sufficient for us to supplicate to Allah to correct their affairs and the affairs of the Muslim leaders and the Ummah as a whole.  This is the way of the Salaf.  And know that whosoever supplicates against the people in authority (the 'Ulemaa and the leaders) is an innovator and a companion of his desires.

#3:  "many of the brothers, simply because someone criticizes someone else, automatically even if we do not necessarily know is this person going overboard, is this person mutashaddid (severe in his critiquing individuals), is this person talking with proof? We don’t know all the time, but we get people on the bandwagon and we start to make the tarweej(?) of that we start to spread it and get everyone involved and now there is more fitnah and more fasad there’s more problems." 

Is the fiqh of Abu Usaamah?  Even he doesn't know how to differentiated between Mutashaddid and a non- Mutashaddid. How then does he expect the common people to understand it?  Are the brothers accepting the evidences of the Ulemaa because of simple criticism?  Yaa Abaa Usaamah is this how you view the detailed evidences brought forth by the 'Ulemaa against Abul-Hasan?  Why do you continue to attack and degrade the Salafi brothers while protecting Abul-Hasan?  We know your way is to be soft on the people of bid'ah and befriend them and praise them while being hard on the people on the Sunnah and attacking them.  We see the opposite from the Salaf.  They were kind to the people on the Sunnah and hard on the people of innovation and desires.  You revile the Salafees and you praise Abul Hasan al-Ikhuwaanee and proclaim to be from his students and that you are with him etc.  This is your Manhaj.  Know that the people will be raised with the one they love and any one who resembles a people is from them.   So choose your friends well and return to the truth
Abu Usaamah's Manhaj of making Hizb
We see that Abu Usaamah has a history in tricking the people in not returning back to the scholars but rather he will prefer that they listen to him.  There is no doubt that this is the same characteristic found in Abu Muslimah and the other Hizbees. A brother wrote: "This takes me back to a statement he said to me in 1998 when I was cautioning some of the brothers against Aboo Muslimah and the Salafee Ameer Ikhwaani madness.  I told him we need to take these matters back to the 'Ulamaa, his response "We do not need to take every single issue back to the 'Ulamaa". That statement was highly inappropriate at that particular time and place.  It was at that point it became clear to me that the brother had some serious shubuhaat.  He is no different to me then Bilaal Philips in that he is a graduate from Medinah who has left the 'Ulamaa or chooses to take that which agrees with his hawaa from them ONLY" (SalafiTalk.net.)
I too witnessed this same trend in Abu Usaamah around the same time frame.  By Allah I was there in Durham, North Carolina sitting in-front of Abu Usaamah, and I heard him with my own ears tell the brothers that they were tired of being second class for the Arabs and it is about time the black people start their own thing.  Shortly thereafter, he and his partner at that time Abu Muslimah were planning to start the first Black Salafi Conference but al-hamdulillah Allah exposed their plots and turned it against them.  I was also present in the room when the voting for the so called Salafi Ameer was chosen.  The brother Imaam Mutaz al-Halaaq of Texas tried to advise Abu Muslimah to return back to the scholars on the issue of choosing an American Salafi Ameer.  He (Abu Muslimah) jumped allover him as if he told him to kill some one.  The only thing he did not do was call him a kaafir.  Abu Muslimah, the Hizbee said, "we sat with those scholars for many years we know them and we do not need to return to them for every little issue".  Abu Usaamah was present and he never refuted Abu Muslimah rather he sided with him.  So this trend of becoming cohorts with those who call the people to abandon the 'Ulemaa is not something new with Abu Usaamah.  However, Allah in His infinite mercy spared Abu Usaamah from falling in with them. So fear Allah Yaa Abaa Usaamah and be grateful.  Don’t' forget Allah saved you once again from what your desires lead you to in Philadelphia.  You were removed from your position and He, Allah still kept you with the Salafees.  Show your gratitude and always speak the truth indeed He, Allah (Subhaanah wa ta'aalaa) is All Merciful and all Forgiving. Give up your desire to start a hizb and stop calling to yourself.  By Allah if you fall, it will be by your own hand and Allah is forever exposing the criminals.    

By Allah Yaa Abu Usaamah don't you think issues like the one mentioned above is among the most important affairs of the religion which should be thoroughly discussed with the 'Ulemaa?  If it was for the benefit of Islam and calling to tawheed and the Manhaj of the Salaf, no one would have been left out of it especially the 'Ulemaa, the people with knowledge of the religion.  But it is never from the way of the people of desires to include the people of knowledge in their affairs.   Now we see the same development taking place within QSS.  We ask Allah to correct your affairs and those of QSS.

Finally, Abu Usaamah we do not desire to remove you from the Manhaj as you claim but rather we pray that you leave this deviant Manhaj and return to that which is clear.  We want nothing for you and Abul-Hasan al-Ma'ribi except goodness.  Would you prefer the 'Ulemaa to keep quiet while he misguides the people?  So who is your walaa for?  Is it for the Muslims or is it for Abul-Hasan al-Ma'ribi?  By Allah (Jala wa 'alaa)  if he rectifies himself and begins to say what the Salafees are saying and believe as they believe, we have no doubt that the 'Ulemaa and the students of knowledge will welcome him and stand by his side in calling to the truth because the Salafees are just and not one-sided. 

You should take heed to the actions of the Salafees during the time of fitnah such as the resignation of brother Dawud Adib from QSS.  He did not let a 15 year relationship with QSS deter him from following the Haqq, and abandoning the deception of Abdul-Mun'im, the Ameer of QSS.  If there is anyone deserving to be loved and praised it should be you because you preceded most of the brothers in calling to this da'awaa but that is not our Manhaj.  We love Dawud Adib, Abdul Hasan Maalik, the brothers at Salafi Publications and the people who are on what they are on.  We praise them not because of their personalities but rather because of their Manhaj.  We love the Muslims but we love the Salafees more because they are the people who are not at war with Allah and His Messenger, but rather they are the defenders and guardians of the boundaries and limits of Allah which He prescribed for this Ummah and has forbidden us to transgress them.  He, Allah said: "These are the limits of Allah, so do not transgress them.  And whosoever transgresses the limits of Allah; it is those who are the wrongdoers the unjust" (2:229).  and Allah also said: "These are the limits of Allah, and whosoever obeys Allah and His Messenger will be admitted by him to gardens in Paradise under which rivers flow, abiding eternally therein; and that is the great attainment"(4:13).  And also the statement of Allah: "And these are the limits of Allah, which He makes clear to a people who know" (2:230).   
By Allah if you return to clear guidance and call to the correct Manhaj you will be among the most beloved to us and we pray that Allah (Subhaanah wa ta'aalaa)  straightens your affairs and give you knowledge of the religion and the Manhaj of the Salaf.   We advise you not to let the trappings of this dunyaa or the love of it be the deciding factor on which Manhaj you choose to adopt and apply in your life.
Oh! Abu Usaamah we advise you to make an open, clear repentance and recantation of your errors and abandon your corrupt Manhaj which will surely lead to your destruction.  It is our intention to translate this refutation and present it to Shaykh Rabee' and the other Salafi Shuyuukh.  We will inform the Muslims as we receive their comments regarding your errors and Manhaj.   So we hope and pray that your open, clear repentance and recantation precedes our translation of this refutation.  
Allah says: "Except for those who repent and correct themselves and make evident what thy concealed.  Those I will accept their repentance, and I am the Accepting of repentance, the Merciful". (2:160)
We ask Allah to make this work only for Him and to not let anyone have a share of it indeed to Him is our return.
